What is a Co-op?

A co-op preschool provides an opportunity for parents
to actively participate in the classroom with their chil-
dren. Under the supervision of a qualified teacher,
the children can move toward independence in their
early educational experience. Parents act as teacher's
aides, maintain the classroom, & assist in the prepara-

tion of daily materials and activities.
